TC – Tournament Control.  Please report all scores here! 
 
Field 1 – the first field on the right-hand side of the complex 
 
Field 2 – the second field on the right-hand side of the complex 
 
Field 3 – the second field on the left-hand side of the complex 
 
Field 4 – the first field on the left-hand side of the complex 
 
Toilets/Washrooms – Toilets and changing rooms are available between fields 2 
and 4. 
 
Parking – Please use the Main Car Park by the main entrance. 
 
Water – Water will be available on-site via a fountain or water dispenser.   
 
Food – Please bring your own snacks and/or late-night dinner as well.  There will 
be two breaks in the schedule to allow for snacks and food. 

 

 
Jerseys and Discs 
All participants will receive a tournament disc.   
 
For those who registered by 17 March 2025, TUC has ordered your jersey in the requested size. They will be available at Tournament Control.  For those who registered after 17 March, we 
have jerseys. However, please note that your size may not be guaranteed. 
 
Discs and jerseys will be sorted by team.  All individuals are to check in at Tournament Control between 10:30 and 11:00 pm to receive their Jersey and Disc.  Late arrivals, Jerseys and Discs 
will be provided to a team representative. 
 

Equipment 
Team jerseys will be provided for each team.  That said, for those who registered after 17 March, TUC recommends bringing a similar-colored shirt to the team you were allocated to, just 
in case we do not have a BE Ultimate Jersey in your size. 
 
Downsview Park – The Hangar is a turf field.  You are only permitted to wear non-metal cleats at this venue!

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Tournament Rules 
Game Timing – A whistle will be used to keep time throughout the night.  Two blasts will signal the end of the time slot.  One blast will denote the official start of the game slot. 
 
Game Length – All games will be 50 minutes in length! 
 
Ties – If the game is tied when the whistle blows, finish the point.  If the game is tied and a point is not currently being played when the whistle blows, play a universe point! 
 
Timeouts – Each team will have one 60-second timeout per game.  No timeouts allowed in the last 5 minutes of the game. 
 
Gender Ratio – Based on registrations, with only 3 Female-Matching Players (FMPs) per team, the gender ratio will be a minimum of 4 Open Matching Players (OMPs) on the field at all 
times and 1 FMP on the field at all times.  NOTE: If teams wish to play 5 OMP: 1 FMP, you can.  If teams wish to alternate point to point from 5 OMP: 1 FMP, to 4 OMP: 2 FMP to 5 OMP: 1 
FMP, etc., you can.  
 
Rules – Other than the rules listed above, all games will follow TUC’s 6v6 indoor speedpoint rules and the USAU 2024-2025 edition rules. 

 
Seeding and Tiebreaker 
When determining seeding of the teams for the next stage of the tournament, the team that advances will be selected on the following criteria: 

• Win-loss record.  If still tied, then, 

• Head-to-head record.  If still tied, then, 

• Goals against.  If still tied, then, 

• Goal differential (i.e. plus-minus). Please note that the maximum plus-minus for any game will be +7/-7.  If still tied, then, 

• One throw closest to the target! 

 
Scorekeeping and Score Reporting 
TUC will provide a scoreboard at each field.   
 
All teams are asked to nominate a scorekeeper to keep track of the score throughout the game. 
 
Both teams, after the game, should/need to report the score to Tournament Control. 

 
First Aid/Physio 
Physio will not be available on-site during this tournament.  TUC staff will have ice and a First Aid Kit available for minor injuries. 

 
Toilets and Changing Rooms 
Both male and female toilets/washrooms will be available at the venue, located between Fields 2 and 4.
